RAY STEVENS MP

succinct fashion, he outlined the benefits of the Gold Coast. He claimed it was heaven 
on earth rather than heaven’s waiting room. It accommodates 0.5 million people and is 
Australia’s sixth largest city. As an honorary Rotarian, Ray appreciated Rotary’s work 
in the community and enjoined all those present to enjoy all that the Gold Coast had to 
offer. He invited those at the Institute to stay a few days and appreciate the scenery and 
other delights of this special part of Australia. 
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ROTARY HEROES 
CONVENER AND RI  DIRECTOR IAN RISELEY 
 
Ian’s theme for his opening Address was Rotary heroes and he quoted many 
examples.  He greeted warmly President-elect Wilf and Joan, and commented on 
their demanding travel sequence. Foundation Trustee Carolyn Jones was also 
welcomed with enthusiasm. In his typical laid-back style and with appropriate 
humour, Director Ian stressed the New Zealand connection with world President 
Bill Boyd, and conveyed greetings and best wishes from him and Lorna. 
 

Although Jenny Horton from the Rotary Club of Kenmore in Queensland was unable to be present because of a 
National Immunisation Day, she was recognized with an International Service Award for a Polio-Free World. This 
recognition was received with acclamation. 
 
Ian also acknowledged many local Rotary heroes including those in attendance. He commented on the record level of 
registrations, the high standard of the program and encouraged us all to Lead the Way in doing great things, wonderful 
things in the name of our fine organization. He thanked each one for coming, for their Rotary work and declared the 
Institute open. 
 
 

 

ROTARY CHARACTERISTICS 
RIPE WILF WILKINSON 
 
Wilf with his gentle humour endeared himself to the audience.  He spoke of the 
business side of the Rotary Foundation, and talked fondly of his links and visits to 
Australia. He acknowledged the support of his wife Joan and what she would have 
achieved without him. He acknowledged the warmth and spirit of Rotary worldwide 
and the traveling involved in Institute visits. 
 
He emphasized RI President Bill Boyd’s focus on needs- the lonely, sick, poor, and  
illiterate. He pointed out we are not alone but in Rotary you are part of a team of 
caring individuals. 
 

He also noted that in Rotary there are practical people who have knowledge of many current issues. Using water as an 
example, he encouraged us to do what we can with the resources we have. Food, healthcare and literacy were 
highlighted with examples from Queensland.  
 
Rotary is about staying, Wilf said as he featured the Family of Rotary and the importance of new members. He closed 
with a quote from Robert Louis Stevenson “He who loves serves and he who serves is indispensable. 
 

 

ROTARY CHALLENGES  
TRF TRUSTEE CAROLYN JONES 
 
Carolyn unveiled the FUTURE VISION PLAN for the Rotary Foundation, resulting 
from the input of 120 people and in response to the Foundation’s 90th anniversary.  It 
foresees explosive growth in matching grants. She outlined the TRF Mission 
statement and five simplified goals. These included alignment of program outcomes 
with the future vision plan, increased participation, sufficient resources and a business 
model. 

The plan is to use off-the-shelf computer software using 30-40 different software programs. Year two will involve 
evaluation of the programs, resulting in a new and different Foundation. A consultant will report in April. She 
recommended the book “The Good and Great for the Social Sector”  by Jim Collins.  
 
 

 

RI  FINANCIAL FORECAST 
PDG DON COX 
Don gave a clear report on Rotary finances as predicted for the next 5-years and 
presented to the RI Board in June 2006. This is a requirement of the Institute. The 
report covered the assumptions used in developing the forecast, the forecast revenues 
and expenses for fiscal 2007 through 2011, the resulting surplus or deficit for each 
forecast year and the projected operating reserves at the end of each fiscal year. 
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For 2007 and 2008, RI predicts revenues will exceed expenses.  However, by 2009 and continuing on, RI projects a 
deficit due to increased services, such as web portal management, and continued price inflation, with particularly 
strong impact on travel expenses for District Governors. Don also commented that fuel price increases are having a 
direct and indirect impact on all cost centres. 
 
In summary, the RI Board believes it is fiscally responsible to modestly increase membership dues to absorb 
inflationary increases and to continue cost reduction activities without reducing services. The Board is also considering 
reducing the operating reserve requirement from the current 100% level. If the Council on Legislation approves the 
proposed $1 per capita dues increase in 2009, 2010 and 2011, the projected deficit would be reduced but not 
eliminated.

KEYNOTE SPEAKERS 

 

 

ROTARY HEALTH CHECK  
TONY BELL  
 
In his logical, well-presented speech entitled “Perceptions of Rotary” , the managing 
director of Southern Cross Broadcasters set about asking people to analyse where their 
clubs were in the Rotary life cycle. He stressed that Rotary fulfils a definite need and 
slotted it firmly in a triangle of human needs. Tony looked at Rotary’s key drivers: 
·  Service to community 
·  Scope of activities 
·  Quality of organization 
·  Accessibility 
·  Marketing. 

 
He asked Rotarians to pick out on a scale where their clubs were in relation to each of these. 
 
In summary, he offered the following solutions for growth and repositioning on the Rotary life cycle 

·  Identify Rotary’s strengths and weaknesses 
·  Promote our strengths 
·  Turn our weaknesses into strengths 
·  Review our age demographic perceptions 
·  Review our socio-economic demographic perceptions 
·  Grow Rotary through younger people 
·  Grow Rotary by inducting more women 
·  Shift the attitude of members from just a Rotary focus to community focus. 
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THE SCIENTISTS, POLITICS 
AND FUNDING IN MODERN 
AUSTRALIAN SCIENCE 
PROFESSOR ALLAN BOND 
 
In an entertaining but thought-provoking way, the Monash professor sought to 
communicate the relevance of science to modern Australian society. Professor Bond began 
with the questions what is science, who does it and why. He looked at public perceptions 
of science and used a number of appropriate cartoons to illustrate his  

points. He examined key areas of interest such as transport, population development, water, and air. He talked of 
current problems that chemistry has (with topical examples  DDT, bio-accumulation, Bhopal, Coode Island) and 
compared these with the benefits provided to modern society which society has come to expect. He mentioned the 
2005 Nobel Prize for Green Chemistry and discussed in an authoritative way energy issues such as wind power, solar 
electricity and the hydrogen economy. 
 
Allan raised possible crises for science such as the Toowoomba population’s majority rejection of the use of recycled 
water in which the scientists’  opinions were not trusted. Another critical area for scientists was a shortage of trained 
people, particularly in WA. This problem lead on to Science Education issues and how Rotary can help. Allan’s 
solutions included The Siemens Science Experience and international exchange programs.  He encouraged Rotary to 
sponsor intellectually gifted children programs in science comparable with the Institute of Sport and debates on science 
and related ethical issues. 
 

 

ROTARY IN CHINA 
ANDREW M CGREGOR 
 
Andrew, president of the ANZ bank in China, gave a fascinating glimpse into the history 
of Rotary in China and what it means today. He began with its origins in Shanghai in 
1919, its expansion to 32 clubs and 3 districts by 1947 and its demise by 1953 after the 
formation of the Peoples Republic of China. He outlined activities during the interim 
period until the chartering of the Rotary clubs of Shanghai and Beijing in November 2005. 
The importance of PP Percy Chu, the last Rotarian to have met Paul Harris, was covered in 
detail. 
 

Andrew explained the difficulties associated with the current delicate situation, where a China advisory committee 
operates rather than being part of district 3450. The Rotary clubs are not prepared to operate as part of the PRC 
government, the option taken by Lions and with subsequent difficulties. Hence Rotary is tolerated but not legal and its 
activities are being carefully monitored. 
 
Despite the problems, Andrew reported that a number of worthwhile projects had been completed in the name of 
Rotary. These included a leprosy clinic, a school for the blind, a beggar town and vocational training in the early years. 
Later, 100 million Chinese children were vaccinated against polio. Andrew detailed the wide variety of current projects 
which included water projects, the Gift of Life Shanghai, the education of Great Wall children, and the Beijing 
Children’s Village. 
 
 
 M OVING BEYOND THE POLITICS 

OF FEAR: NON VIOLENT  RESPONSES 
TO WAR AND TERRORISM  
PROFESSOR KEVIN CLEMENTS 
 
The University of Queensland Professor of Peace and Conflict Studies set the scene for his 
timely address with a quote from George Orwell’s 1984 vision of a world of fear. He saw 
both sides of politics cultivating a politics of fear and a solution to it in a reinvigorated 
humanistic vision such as Rotary has through its World Peace Fellows.  
 

He named the three poisons underlying violent conflict, defined terrorism and gave in detail the terrible history of 
armed conflict from 1991-2006 and its consequences. 
  
Facts about national and international terror were stated and the correlates of terrorism listed. Kevin compared US 
military expenditure with the entire world’s spending on overseas development assistance. He quoted Koffi Annan’s 
thoughts on development versus security and vice versa. He promoted Rotary’s peace-building efforts. 
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Kevin examined masculine and feminist views of peace and security. He queried how we can enter into the mystery of 
suffering and extend the boundaries of compassion. He gave a theoretical picture of peace –building and encouraged us 
to develop moral imagination. He closed with the pocket mantra: 
 
·  Reach out to those you fear 
·  Touch the heart of complexity 
·  Imagine beyond what is seen 
Risk vulnerability one step at a time. 
 

 

ROTARY AND TSUNAMI IN INDONESIA 
PDG RITJE RIHATINAH 
 
In a speech amply illustrated with slides, PDG Ritje gave a detailed picture of Rotary’s 
responses to the tsunami disasters in Aceh and North Sumatra and the Southern part of 
West and Central Java, and earthquakes on Nias Island and on Central Java and 
Yogyakarta. She comprehensively covered the response of the Indonesian government and 
district 3400. 
 

Ritje focused on humanitarian projects with the emphasis on literacy, health concerns and community development. 
She quoted the funds received (US$ 4.952 million) and the variety of Rotary sources from which they had come. She 
highlighted the building of the Rotary Youth Centre in Banda Aceh 
 
Eight cities benefited from the Rotary projects and Ritje gave a full account of the projects in these cities and 
acknowledged their funding sources. She also spoke of Rotary’s development in Indonesia and highlighted the work 
still needing to be done. She acknowledged gratefully the many Rotary helpers around the world and thanked 
especially Rotary friends from Pacific countries. 
 
 

ROTARY PROGRAM UPDATES 
 ROTARACT 

SANDY FOOTE 
 
During an impressive, lively, illustrated presentation, Sandy, Manager of the Hill View 
Aged Care facilities on the Gold Coast, gave a brief history of her participation in a 
number of Rotary-linked programs. Beginning with RYLA in 1997, her Rotary career 
progressed through RYLA, Rotaract and RYPEN to Rotary. Sandy outlined the motivation 
and inspiration of these programs and the professional skills they helped develop. Many of 
these are now being used in her career. 
 

Her favourite program was RYPEN and, to her surprise, she became Rotary District chairperson of it before she 
became a Rotarian. The highlight of her Rotaract experience was serving as a District Rotaract Representative and she 
thoroughly enjoyed her time at the International convention in Chicago. Sandy challenged Rotary clubs to support their 
Rotaract clubs and thanked Rotary for the many opportunities it presents. 
 
 

 

AUSTRALIAN ROTARY HEALTH 
RESEARCH FUND (ARHRF) 
DEBBIE HOGGARD 
 
A recipient of the ARHRF Indigenous Health scholarship, Debbie spoke well of the 
benefits such scholarships bring.  Scholarships are in various health disciplines and are 
worth $5000 per year per person. Debbie was also in part sponsored by the  Brisbane 
Planetarium for her psychology studies at Queensland University of Technology. The 
scholarship enabled her to have less financial  worries so that she could concentrate on her 
studies. 
 

She was awarded the FM Fraser award and had two articles published. The scholarship increased her employment 
prospects and encouraged her to go on to post-graduate studies. She made the telling point that there is a very high 
attrition rate for indigenous students taking degree studies and that only 0.6% of people achieving a degree in 
Queensland in 2001 were indigenous. Debbie concluded with a big thank you to Rotary. 
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THE SIEMENS SCIENCE EXPERIENCE 
(TSSE) 
MELISSA FAVERO 
 
Melissa was one of a number of lively young presenters who were a feature of this year’s 
Institute. As a former participant of a 3-day fun science program for year 9 students 
entering year 10, she was able to explain the purpose of the program, what the students do, 
and its importance. She explained it was not all hard work and gave quotes from other  

participants and parents. She explained what each club can do to support TSSE and illustrated with her own 
experiences how her knowledge had developed, the number of friends through the Young Scientists of Australia had 
grown and TSSE’s influence on her future career. She endorsed Rotary’s important role in the program through 
sponsorship and other involvements. 
 
POLIO ERADICATION UPDATE 
TRF TRUSTEE CAROLYN JONES 
 
Carolyn entreated us not to feel tired in our work to eradicate Polio. She pointed out that in 1985, 125 countries were 
afflicted with Polio. In 2006, there are 4 countries in which polio is endemic. The countries are India, Pakistan 
Afghanistan and Nigeria.  She reported on the situation in each of these countries and the difficulties that needed to be 
overcome. 
 
A new strategy using a mobile team and fixed sites is being implemented and two new vaccines are being used. Of the 
three types of polio, type 2 has been wiped out and there is 50% faster protection for types 1 & 3. Five new approaches 
are being investigated.Rotary is the largest private contributor. 
 
She gave the website www.rotary.org/foundation/polioplus for keeping up-to-date. 

 
The session conclude with Carolyn presenting Citations for Meritorious Service to past governors Lew Pretorius and 
John Reddish and their contributions were acknowledged with acclamation.  
 

 

MUNA 
M ITCH RAWLINGS 
 
A popular choice for Young Australian of the Year, Mitch was most impressive as he gave 
a powerful address. He focused on morality and humanity, telling of war and relating the 
story of his mother’s experiences. He invited us to look for the humanity in situations 
while being aware of cultural differences. 
 

 
 RYLA 

JESS M CKEARN 
 
In a lively presentation, Jess spoke of her experiences with Leukaemia and how she 
learnt to cope.  She discussed  smart  suffering versus stupid suffering.  She remarked 
on her acceptance as a person through RYLA, being given credit for what she had 
become.  As a Gallipoli representative, she was able to comment on her experiences in 
Turkey seeing people who were similar but different. She described the emotion of 
her trip back in history, and how it confirmed the precious nature of our lives. She 
urged us not to waste our lives but to make a positive difference. 
 

 
AUSTRALIAN ROTARY 
YOUTH EXCHANGE PROGRAM  
CHAIRS’  CONFERENCE (ARYEPCC) 
DAVID ANDERSON 
 
David, the current chairman, explained the role of the annual ARYEPCC including the introduction of international 
delegates and introduced the executive. He highlighted the annual report and its importance for each district. He gave 
figures for inbound and outbound participation that showed a worrying decline.  
 
Achievements include recognition by RI as a world leader in training, expertise and experience. The group has 
financed a university-based survey of over 1000 returned exchange students and receives continuing support from 
Skilled. It has developed new promotional material, achieved an insurance program reduction and been proactive in 
seeking to establish a molestation excess pool of $50000+ for all Rotary youth programs. 
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 INTERPLAST 

DR ALLAN MEARES 
 
Allan, a plastic surgeon and regular member of Interplast teams, explained the origins 
of these programs of plastic and reconstructive surgery that began in 1983.  He 
indicated the structure of a team and the many developing countries now involved. 
There were 33 teams this year. They only go where they are invited. 
 

He stressed the importance of Rotary support, Qantas involvement and the team’s teaching role. His talk was well-
illustrated with many graphic slides of cleft lip and burns operations and two videos. While the surgery is mostly 
performed overseas, occasionally patients are brought to Australia for their operations. The importance of this life-
changing work was obvious to all. 
 
REFLECTIONS 
PDG PETER SANDERCOCK  
 
In a carefully planned presentation, Peter invited us in a world of competition to Celebrate What’s Right with the 
Wor ld. He asked us to share thoughts and ideas, to make new friends, to hear stories about people in need and take 
action and to feel like you are making a difference. Using a magnificent National Geographic video, he challenged us 
to press the edges and introduced us to some wonderful characters through simple and uncomplicated stories. 
 
He reminded us that we can’ t control events but can control how we react. Asking us to look for possibilities, to 
unleash our energy, and ride the changes, he said we would believe and see them. Each one was invited to take his/her 
self to the edge and be the best for the world. 
 
ROTARY FOUNDATION 
PDG’S DON JAGO &  HEATHER YARKER 
 
I am proud to report that an idea 3 years ago is now well established. The most successful third Annual District Rotary 
Foundation Chairman's Seminar had 54 attendees made up of the 23 District Rotary Foundation Chairman or delegates 
and other Past District Governors and some Partners all sharing in the passion for Our Rotary Foundation. A candle 
was lit for the late District Rotary Foundation Chairman Bob Stent of District 9670. Everyone introduced themselves 
by sharing "My dream for My Rotary Foundation this year is…."

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ROTARY DISTRICT UPDATES 
 
This year the reports were presented in four regions with one governor speaking for each district in the region. 
 
SOUTHERN REGION 
Presenter: DG Bernie Walshe 
 
Bernie’s report covered districts 9780 through 9830. Andrew Suggett’s D9780 report concentrated on the drought 
while Clive Walker’s D9790 one mentioned a schools’  festival. He also covered short story writing and a kindergarten 
in the Solomon Islands. Bernie’s own D9800 report, also dealing with the Solomon Islands, spoke of Adopt a Village. 
Bernie mentioned Camp Getaway and involvement in Turkey. Bob Richards from D9810 concentrated on Youth 
Exchange, Achievement 2006, Red Faces and PHFs. Dennis Heslin from D9820featured Centenary House and the 
Shelter Box program. Lou Johnson from Tasmania’s D9830 highlighted low cost shelters and Ambassadorial scholars. 

 
NORTHERN REGION 
Presenter: DG Allan James 
 
This region included districts 9550 to 9640. Craig Bowen from D9550 thanked the other 22 districts for their support 
following the devastation of Cyclone Larry. He mentioned the ongoing work in Dili. D9570’s Joe Cohen-Cramp 
painted a picture of his far-flung district. Mike Gregory’s D9600 covered the Tavurvur eruption on Rabaul and the 
sending of 200 shelter boxes. Allan’s own D9630 report mentioned the district water project, youth protection and 
increased support for RAWCS. Douglas Geekie’s D 9640 report concentrated on the club leadership plan, TRF goal 
and the formation of 2 new Probus clubs and 3 new Interact clubs. 
 
EASTERN REGION 
Presenter: DG Pam Pritchard 
Pam’s presentation covered Districts 9650 through 9750. Laurie Barber’s 9650 report covered international programs 
in Vanuatu, Papua- New Guinea and East Timor and youth exchange and youth in agriculture programs. Ken Mc 
Donald in 9670 gave an overview showing the variety of his district which included tourism, wool, copper, power, 
wine, horse studs and coal. Pam’s own district 9680 report concentrated on their new web site and included their 
Rotobesity walk which had the slogan “Legs to grow, guts to go” . D9690’s well-known governor Harley Tarrant 
concentrated on shelter boxes, shoe boxes for East Timor and the Rotary Foundation. In 9700, Governor Geoff 
Bargwanna featured community programs such as a dementia garden in Wagga Wagga and a literacy program 
providing dictionaries for every third grade student in the district through the sale of cook books. Mick Newling in 
9710 highlighted public relations through their own phone number 1300 4 Rotary, their new Interact club and a 
provisional Club. D9750’s Ray Patterson’  claim to fame was the holding of their Conference in mid-September, the 
first for the Rotary year.  
  
 
WESTERN REGION 
Presenter: DG Robert Northcote 
 
This area was suffering from severe drought and covered districts 9450 to 9520.  Ian Murray from 9450 covered in 
some detail a kindergarten project on Flores Island, West Timor with problems of water quality & supply, malaria 
prevalence and earthquake susceptibility. D9460’s John Kevan focused on the Rotary WA Cord Blood Bank project, a 
Tsunami Housing project for 35 houses and a dental clinic project in East Timor. In 9470, Governor Paul Gianatti 
highlighted World Peace Scholarships while John Rowe in 9500 focused on membership growth in clubs and also 
through the formation of new ones. He also featured the White Ribbon Ambassadors program for the elimination of 
violence against women. Robert’s own district 9520 had its focus on the Rotary Foundation and how to maximize 
fundraising for it. He also singled out the award-winning Solar Water purifier. 
 
 
 
WORKSHOPS 
 
There were 5 well-attended workshops. The Council on Legislation one went for two hours while the other four viz. 
Public Relations-Communications, Strategic Planning, Club Leadership Plan and Water Resources ran for one hour 
each. Each session had facilitators and the last four an expert resource person who spoke on the topic before 
discussion. 
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 COUNCIL ON LEGISLATION 

Facilitators: PRIT Brian Knowles 
And PDG John Boag 
 
It was decided that rather than having a normal briefing of the  District  
The workshop was organised jointly by John Boag, who will serve as vice-chairman 
of the 2007 COL in Chicago, and Brian Knowles, who was vice-chairman of the 1995 
COL in Caracas, Venezuela. 
 

The meeting room was set out to approximate, as closely as possible, the room delegates will experience in Chicago. 
Tent cards were in place for all delegates, there was a timekeeper, a representative of Rotary International, who acted a 
secretary to the meeting and two Chairmen (John and Brian). 
 
Most of the delegates were present and, where the particular delegate was not in attendance, the alternate was invited 
to take their place. In addition, there were four previous delegates who were given the task of speaking against the 
legislation being debated. There was also a delegate at large (as compared to 3 at the COL) who had the responsibility 
of bringing to delegates’  attention, matters which were relevant but had not been raised in the debate. Because of space 
limitations, we did not have members of the Constitution and By-Laws Committee or a Parliamentarian present. The 
two Chairmen indicated that when not occupying the chair, they would fill this role, if and when, required. 
 
Items debated at the meeting were those pieces of legislation, submitted to the 2007 COL by Australian Districts. This 
provided delegates the opportunity to have a trial run before the COL itself. President Elect Wilf and Director Ian 
represented the Board at the meeting whilst Rotary Foundation Trustee Carolyn was the Trustee Representative. There 
was space for observers at the back of the room, and the interest in this session was evident from the number of 
Institute members who were in attendance. All participants were each provided with the red, green and yellow cards as 
will happen in Chicago. The Rules of Procedure as printed in the MOP were used as the Rules for this meeting. Strict 
time limits were imposed on speakers to the items of legislation, and the rules were also used for procedural motions. 

 
Previous delegates expressed the view that they believed this mock COL would better prepare delegates for the 
responsibilities in Chicago and there was consensus that this type of meeting should be repeated at future Institutes in 
the year preceding the COL itself. 
 
·  Public Relations- Communications 

Facilitator: PDG Ray Martin 
Resource:   PDG Bob Aitken 
 

Bob made the point that this issue is the single most important topic driving Rotary forward. Signage needs to tell the 
story of the club and signs at projects need to be large and include a contact number. Photos should not be static but 
should show Rotary in action with children, projects, etc. The importance of being professional in approach was 
stressed. The Rotary Video Magazine was commended as a good resource. PR grants are available to clubs and there is 
a PR newsletter promoting Rotary programs on the web site. 
 
Discussion covered coordination of PR for club groups, diversity of membership and the need for PR to be included in 
the district budget. 24 hour Rotary meetings to promote Rotary were mentioned as were magnetic signs for cars, 
wearing of the badge and media persons for GSE teams. The Rotary logo on business premises, partnering other 
organizations, the use of advertising in calendars and the requirement of newspapers for news items not history.

Barry told the gathering that it was the Rotary International Strategic Planning Committee’s intention to survey 
Rotarians every 3 years, to then make recommendations to the Board of RI that were relevant to the Strategic plan and 
to ensure consistency in the program. The committee was also writing a strategic plan for the Secretariat. 
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It has identified seven main goals going forward: 
 
1.  To eradicate polio 
2.  Sharpen program focus 
3.  Recommend a new corporate project (after polio)    (- 13 main recommendations to consider) 
4.  Refine Governance and Leadership Structure 
5.  Improve Training and Education at all levels 
6.  Expand and integrate membership globally 
7.  Enhance Public Image universally. 
 
The gathering was informed that there was a need to establish an International Programs Group. Barry emphasised that 
we need a strong strategic plan moving into the future, that our Vision and Mission Statement should be clearly set out 
and understood. Mission Statement could be best served through better promotion and use of the 'OBJECT OF 
ROTARY'. Above all make it simpler and keep it simple. 
 
Following the presentation several comments were recorded. Changing the emphasis from 'What we have achieved' to 
'What we can achieve' was recommended while initiatives need to be timely. The efficiency of our Zones and the lack 
of use of our huge PDG workforce in Task Forces were queried. The need for removing artificial boundaries and the 
difficulties surrounding the acceptance of strategic planning were raised. The value of the district leadership plan was 
stressed as was the danger in the title (war connotations?). Ian Scott, a partner, commented that all plans must be in 
accord with a higher plan. Plans need to be comprehensible, legal, feasible, measurable and aligned with our ethics and 
values. 
 
·  Club Leadership Plan (CLP) 

Facilitator: PDG Rod Cunningham 
Resource:   Dele Riley 
Recorder:   PDG Cathy Roth 
 

“Toolbox Annie”  (alias Dele) outlined the simplicity and flexibility of the CLP and its effectiveness in club operations. 
She compared the current structures with those proposed and explained the role of standing committees. Annie 
reminded clubs that club by-laws need to be changed for the new system. The CLP allows a revitalization of the club 
while retaining its uniqueness. Its strengths are the involvement of all club members. Annie compared the 
organizational structures of Rotary and Ford and finished with a list of resources to help clubs move forward. She 
closed with “Nothing worse than closing our eyes to those things that will assist us to face the future.”  
 
 
Discussion Summary: 
 
Why introduce the CLP? 
Rotary is changing and the CLP is an excellent tool to assist. It expands the communication systems within a club. It 
can solve the problem of “annual”  activities and ensure effective succession planning.  
 
Rotary must be like McDonalds. Through encountering challenges, it retains its platform and rebuilds.  The CLP forces 
a club to think long-term and be better at what Rotary does. 
 
Considerations: 
A means of measuring outcomes is needed as well as a way of dealing with an ever increasing average age. Because 
Rotary is flexible and reactive, the CLP is exciting rather than threatening. 
 
Implementation: 
Schemes suggested were a pilot scheme with a group of clubs, embedding in the District Directory and an annual 
health check. 
 
Information requests: 
A ten–year history of the average age of club members be available to the Board of each club. 
 
Final resolution: 
That people have a wider understanding of the CLP through shared experiences to be better equipped at club and 
district level for its implementation and ongoing review. 
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·  Water  Resources 
 Facilitator: PDG Eddie Loughnan 
 Resource:   PDG Brian Foley 
 Recorder:   PDG Michael McNamara 
Brian presented a number of vital facts about world water and its use by humans. He listed several Rotary initiatives 
and sources for finding water-associated projects. He outlined in detail a process for identifying, developing and 
managing such projects. He concluded with a timely survey of water resources in Australia and the problems faced in 
various localities. He mentioned the availability of community water grants with $200 million available to service 
clubs. In southern Australia, he saw solutions via the better use of resources including efficiency, recycling, water 
trading and pricing for higher value use. 
 
Lively discussion followed and the wide variety of Rotary expertise, both local and international, in this area was 
demonstrated. Initial comments focused on water purification with solar power and biosand filtering featured. Water 
wells were seen as a practical way of providing water to communities. Some current Rotary projects were mentioned. 
South Australia’s plight was mentioned and the use of recycling of water emphasized. The need to harness existing 
resources and pipe water to areas of need was commended. The discussion concluded with a request from Jennifer 
Scott (D9690), a higher degree student studying water conflict management, for contact with Rotarians interested in 
these matters.

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PRE- INSTITUTE ACTIVITIES 
PDG Judy Magub 
Governor-Elect Training Seminar 
 (GETS) 
GETS (held from 13-16 November) was well-received by participants and 
mostcommented it was a valuable experience. Open Forums were a great success.  
Some constructive criticism was made and suggestions made for next year. 
 

Because it was less-fragmented, a preference for two full days rather than a half day, full day, half day program was 
expressed. This would allow an evening meal with the DGN’s and cut down the time for introductions. A need for 
more microphones was stated because of acoustic problems. More break-out sessions and more cases studies were 
suggested. The Foundation Trustee’s presentation was praised and it was recommended that closer liaison occur 
between the training leader and the  organizers. 
 
Another recommendation was for a pre-GETS program subject to financial considerations. Practice sessions were 
favoured as the best method for use of pre-training time. Matching of program lengths with material provided by 
various Rotary programs was sought. 
 
The DGE’s voted unanimously for a joint meeting with their DGE’s in 2007 following the DG forum.  
 
GOVERNOR-NOMINEE TRAINING SESSION (GNTS) 
Positive feedback was received from attendees at the GNTS (14-16 November). They recommended that the program 
and the DGN manual should be in the same sequence and that care is needed to avoid duplication at GETS the 
following year. More break-out sessions were sought and more on “Management of Finances” . A longer Open Forum 
session and more time on “Developing District Teams”  were also requested. Some updating and reinforcing of areas 
such as Membership and   The Rotary Foundation were required. 
 
DG FORUM  
The discussions of the DG’s (from 14-16 November) were dominated by ARCAP and RAWCS issues. Microphones 
for each person, if budget permits, were suggested and favourable comments on the venue were received. 
 
TRAIN THE TRAINERS 
A positive report was received on the Train the Trainers program (14-16 November)but disruption to the training 
occurred because so many of the trainers were involved in doing other jobs and because of a clash with the Foundation 
session. It was suggested that November is too late for this training and that DGN’s trainers also be invited to attend. 
Another thought was that a two half day program is less productive than a whole day program.

Table 1 shows that 47% of eligible people attended the Institute, but 
when DG’s, DGE’s and DGN’s are excluded, this falls to 40%. 
 
  
Table 2 analyses attendance of PDG’s over the last seven (7) Institutes 
by the number of years since they were DG’s.  The falloff of members 
immediately after their DG year is now around 17% and after 5 years as 
a PDG averages around 17% .  By the 10th year less than 50% continue 
to attend.  Some of the decline is of course due to deaths and members 
leaving Rotary.
