Standard procedure for the conduct of a resolutions session shall be:

· Past and current officers of RI who are participants may vote on resolutions.

· All participants may vote on recommendations. 

· Speakers to state name, title (e.g. PDG) and district before speaking to the matter,

· All motions and amendments must be seconded,

· Lengthy motions and amendments must be in writing,

· No speaker shall speak more than once to a motion or amendment except when exercising the right of reply to a motion, making an explanation or clarifying a point,

· The mover of a motion shall have 4 minutes to present the argument and 2 minutes to respond if the right to reply is exercised and other speakers shall be limited to 3 minutes, and

· Voting shall be decided on the voices unless a division is called for by an eligible voter.
